Lesson title: Expansion of Guided Reading

Name: Raymond Gutierrez
Subject area: English Language Development



Grade level: 7

Time frame: 5-7 Days

	Brief lesson/unit Summary/Description


A small group of 8 students participate first in a 2-day guided reading session.  The focus of the guided reading is to initiate conversation between students who do not participate within whole class discussions.  The leveled text used is based on monitor lizards.   This text is used to spark interest and wonder.  Students are then asked to expand and research new concepts about monitor lizards using the internet as a resource.  Using Apple Pages is then introduced with its possible features to be utilized.  With a partner, students develop categories such as food types and/or habitat and write descriptions of their findings.  Students creatively construct a newsletter with their finding in conjunction with selecting pictures using Google images for enhancement.

	Procedure  (learning activities)/ lessons of unit


1. Students participated in a guided reading group.

2. Students were given an opportunity to view Pages and try-out various possibilities for creating a newsletter.

3. With partners, students searched for new information and pictures to begin the process.

4. Share-out and self-evaluation.

	Assessment Method


Students were given an opportunity to share their newsletter creation within the group.  It was followed up with a short self-evaluation that assessed any process difficulties, formatting explanations, and end product satisfaction level.
